‘o’ sound spelt ‘a’ after w- and qu- 

‘zh’ sound spelt ‘s’  

‘er’ sound spelt ‘or’ after w- 
 

Word endings 

‘j’ sound spelt –dge or –ge 

‘l’ sound spelt –le,  -el,  -al  

‘igh’ sound spelt –y 

‘ee’ sound spelt –ey 

-tion 
 

Adding suffixes 

Change –y to –i before adding -es,  -ed,  -er,  -est 

Double consonants after a short vowel sound before 

adding –ing,  -ed,  -er,  -est,  -y 

-ment, -less, -ful, -ness, -ly
